As there is NO lifeguard on-duty at this facility, to
ensure your safety under the Aquatic Facilities Code
of Practice (Department of Health) the Shire
requires all Key Holders to complete a Pool
Induction Course which is valid for 3 years. Those
wishing to attend a Pool Induction Course must
register with the Shire and you will be placed on a
list for the next available course. To register please
email admin@jerramungup.wa.gov.au or call the
Shire on 9835 1022. You will need to bring along
your bathers as it is a requirement for you to
demonstrate that you can swim the length of the
pool (25 meters).
